assignments and current skills being taught in reading 
and math. 

 Access to our first grade webpage with resources to 
help build fluency  in both reading and math and      
writing strategies 

 Offer events and resources through our Parent          
Resource Center that address content related to math, 
reading, social studies, and science throughout the year.

North Douglas Elementary School parents joined staff to 
develop ideas about how families can support students’ 
success in reading and math. Some of our key at-home 
activities will be: 
 

Utilize suggested resources provided in my child’s daily 
folder such as: math facts table, weekly reading fluency 
passage, and spelling choice board and completing a 
reading log. 

Check weekly newsletter for important information, 
such as, homework assignments. 

Try to attend the events and resources that are offered 
or get information from the Parent Resource Center if 
unable to attend. 

NORTH DOUGLAS ELEMENTARY SCHOOL STUDENTS 
North Douglas Elementary School students joined staff and parents to develop ideas about how they can succeed in school 
and reach for the stars in reading and math. Students thought of the following ideas to make connections between learning 
at home and school: 
 

 Be prepared for weekly assessments by practicing math facts and utilizing spelling choice board. 
Consistently show my family my daily folder and completing the daily reading log.  
 Share with my family each week concepts that I am learning in reading and math using resources from our webpage. 
 Bring home communication about events and resources in addition to any other school activities that enhance my ability 

to learn.
