AT HOME 
 

North Douglas Elementary School parents joined staff to     
develop ideas about how families can support students’  
success in reading and math. Some of our key at-home   
activities will be: 

 Read a variety of fiction and non-fiction books at 
least 10-15 minutes daily to my child and record on 
the Reading Log provided in the Daily Folder. 

 Make math fun by finding numbers, playing counting 
games, and singing songs. 

 Visit suggested websites for focus area practice. 
 Register and utilize Remind for communication with 

my child’s teacher. 
 Try to take advantage of events and resources that 

are offered or get information from the Parent    
Resource Center if unable to attend offered events.

 Bring home communication about events and resources in addition to any other school activities that enhance my  

ability to learn.
